Let’ talk about YOU!

A.  Firstly, thank you for your:
(1) service for the preborn
(2) love of the women you serve
(3) sacrifice for others, although not leading to your own personal
salvation but pleasing to God by those who know Him personally
and intimately through a personal relationship with Jesus Christ

Ephesians 2:8-9 — “For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is
not your own doing; it is the gift of God, not a result of works, so that no one may
boast.”

Hebrews 9:28 — “..so Christ, having been offered once to bear the sins of many,
will appear a second time, not to deal with sin but to save those who are eagerly
waiting for him.’

B.  Secondly, allow God to minister to you_this morning.

C.  Thirdly, ask the deep, personal and probing questions of yourself before
you apply them to your staff and those you help at the pregnancy center

(1) Am I absolutely sure of my own place in heaven?

“ Oh, how impudent for this man to ask this of me. I've served God for years and
sacrificed so much. Doesn’t he know who I am? “

Yes, you may certainly be pro-life, but do you have eternal life?

Matthew 7:21 — 23: “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the
kingdom of heaven, but only he who does the will of my Father who is in heaven.
Many will say to me on that day, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name,
and in your name drive out demons and perform many miracles?’ Then I will tell
them plainly, ‘I never knew you. Away from me, you evildoers!’



(2) Is my focus at the pregnancy center to see spiritually lost people saved
from a Christ-less eternity?

(3) Am I willing to make the changes at my pregnancy center to be
more in line with Jesus final command while on earth:

Matthew 28:19-20: ¢ Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing
them in' the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, %’ teaching
them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you
always, to the end of the age.”

Remember, if you’ve trusted Christ for your own salvation (and that’s the first
step), then..

1) You are, ultimately and in the final analysis, a person under the authority
of the living God and not your Board, other pro-lifers or yourself.

2) You are to be led by the Holy Spirit

3) You are a person with a purpose (Jeremiah 29:11: For I know the plans I
have for you, declares the LORD, plans for welfare and not for evil, to give
you a future and a hope.)

4) You are a person who can enjoy God’s presence Psalm 16:11: (You will
show me the path of life; In Your presence is fullness of joy; At Your right
hand are pleasures forevermore.’)

The security of His Choice of You

As sure as we are of God choosing life in the womb, and more so, God wishes us
to be sure of our place in heaven. Eternal security of the one trusting Christ is:

A. Expressed by

(1) Jesus Himself / John 10:28 ‘and I give eternal life to them, and they
will never perish; and no one will snatch them out of My hand.’
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John 17:12 “‘While I was with them, I was keeping them in Your name
which You have given Me; and I guarded them and not one of them perished
but the ®son of perdition, so that the Scripture would be fulfilled.

(2) the Apostle Peter / 1 Peter 1:3-5 ‘Blessed be the God and Father of our
Lord Jesus Christ, who according to His great mercy has caused us to be
born again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the
dead, *to obtain an inheritance which is im}sjerishable and undefiled and will
not fade away, reserved in heaven for you, > who are protected by the power
of God through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time.’

B. Also see: P> 2 Thessalonians 2:13 (chosen for salvation) —But we should
always give thanks to God for you, brethren beloved by the Lord, because
God has chosen you from the beginning for salvation through sanctification
by the Spirit and faith in the truth.’

P I Peter 1:3-5 (protected by God) ‘Blessed be the God and Father of our
Lord Jesus Christ, who according to His great mercy has caused us to be
born again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the
dead, *to obtain an inheritance which is imperishable and undefiled and will
not fade away, reserved in heaven for you, > who are protected by the power
of God through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time.’

Signs that you may need to

1. A lack of peace in your life or your ministry

2. Doing so much that you get irritable or angry at those who may not
‘understand’ or are as ‘committed’ as you are to the pregnancy ministry.
There’s probably a workshop on ‘burnout’ but the signs are he same for a
blurry spiritual outlook

3. Getting more pleasure in doing than being in the will of God

The real need that we in the crisis pregnancy ministry must focus on is knowing
Christ, not changing behavior.

Acts 26:18: (our mission the same as the Apostle Paul’s) ‘.. to open their eyes,
so that they may turn from darkness to light and from the power of Satan to God,
that they may receive forgiveness of sins and a place among those who are
sanctified by faith in me.’

Satan often wants us to focus on religion, so that our relationship with God
suffers.
